OUR THREE “WINS” FOR FELLOWSHIP KIDS MINISTRY

1 Supplement the spiritual instruction occurring in the home.
2 Lead kids to see that following Jesus is the greatest adventure.
3 Prepare kids to be on mission with Jesus in Junior High.

FELLOWSHIP KIDS TODDLERS SMALL GROUP (1’S)
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We at Fellowship Kids believe it's never
too young to put God’s love and His
truth into the hearts and minds of our
kids. Our kids begin with loving care in
our Nursery, and then at one years old
move into our Pat the Bible class
where they are repetitively taught four
foundational life principles:

FELLOWSHIP KIDS 2YR OLD-5YR OLD SMALL GROUPS
For our two year olds through
Kindergardeners, we use Group
Publishing’s “Hands-On Bible
Curriculum.” This curriculum involves
young children in the learning process
by presenting Bible truth in an active,
engaging way. Each lesson focuses on
one specific point, and uses a variety of
e activities such as story-time and
discussion, puppets, crafts, singing,

sent Jesus. Our fun and loving Pat the
Bible teachers reinforce each of these
four truths once each month through
music, puppets, and a variety of other
creative means.

and games to reinforce that message.
This fall, the children will Deepen
through Genesis, as they are pointed
weekly to our Great God displayed in
His Creation, 2) Noah, the ark and the
flood, 3) Abraham’s and Sarah’s story
of faith. Our kids must have this firm
foundation to know the God who has
the power and authority to call them to
be on mission with Jesus.
