• Option for first time applicants only:  Describe a significant experience that has been 

instrumental in your development as a Christian.

You 

will need to provide an address for the appropriate office. 

• You will need to maintain a cumulative 3.0 GPA and provide the church proof of grades 

at the end Fall Semester. 

• You will need to re-apply each year for the scholarship and meet eligibility requirements. 

• You must maintain full-time status and provide a copy of the Spring semester schedule. 

• You must visit three different worship services during the Fall semester and write a one-

page reflection paper about each experience—how you were impacted by these worship 

experiences.  These will be shared with the student pastor.  These will need to be 

submitted to the committee no later than November 30 via email to 

krose@fbcaugusta.org.
